Step 1

What are the Academic Eligibility Statuses? 

• Eligible - Students with a cumulative GPA above a 2.00 are 
eligible to enroll in classes.

• Academic Review – Students with a cumulative GPA above a 
2.00 but a semester GPA less than 2.0 are eligible to enroll in 
classes but may be contacted by their college or advisor. 

• Academic Warning – Students with a cumulative GPA that 
falls under a 2.0, academic intervention will be required by 
college.

• Academic Probation – Students who begin a semester/term 
on Academic Warning and do not earn a 2.00 or higher 
cumulative GPA at the end of the semester/term, academic 
intervention program required. 

• Ineligible - Students who begin a semester/term on 
Academic Probation and do not earn a 2.00 or higher 
cumulative GPA at the end of the semester/term are not 
eligible to enroll in classes
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Step 2

To view your Academic Eligibility status, navigate to your 
UAccess Student Center and log in. 
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Step 3

On the homepage of your UAccess Student Center, select 
Academic Summary from the Academic Record drop-down 
menu. 
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Step 4

Then select View Grades from the Academic Summary page.
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Step 5

To view your Academic Eligibility status, you must select a 
previous term. 
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Step 6

Here your Academic Eligibility status will be listed. If you have 
any questions or concerns about your eligibility status, please 
contact your Academic Advisor.
